YEARS AGO TODAY

Civil War veteran, engineer and inventor George 
Westinghouse died in New York City on March 12th.  
Among his inventions were the railway air brake and 
an early compressed air automotive shock absorber.  
Perhaps more important to modern Americans, howev-
er, was his development of the alternating current (AC) 
electric power distribution system that moves electricity 
from the generating station to the consumer.  

It was during this month that Masujiro Hasimoto as-
sembled his second experimental automobile, a pro-
totype for the four-cylinder, 2,000 cc DAT 31 (Datsun) 

model, introduced for the 
1915 model year in Japan.  
A 120 HP, 12.8 L inline Ar-
gyll single sleeve valve air-
craft engine was displayed 
at the Olympia Show in 
London, England during 
late March.  The engine 
designer was Frenchman 
Henri de Perrot.  British 
manufacturers would pro-
duce thousands of sleeve 
valve Bristol and Napier 
aircraft engines to power 
military aircraft during the 
coming war.  The Knight 
double sleeve valve engine 
design would be adopted 
by several U.S. auto manu-
facturers during the post-
war period.

he month of March 1914 saw Europe increase the 

pace of its march to war.  On the 17th, Russia autho-
rized an increase in active duty military personnel from 
460,000 to 1,700,000.  Attempts by the major European 
Powers to contain the continuing conflict and tension in 
the Balkan Shatter Belt were doomed to fail. Successful 
in 1912 and 1913, they failed in 1914.

Dramatist 
Tennessee Williams was 
born in Columbus, MS 
and U.S. Army General 
William Westmoreland 
was born in Saxon, SC, 
both on the 26th.  For-
mer Senator and Secre-
tary of State Edmund 
Muskie was born in 
Rumford, ME on the 
28th.
